Questions:

* Discuss harmful effects of looking at
inappropriate pictures, engaging in inappropriate
acts, efc.

* The people in the pictures are created in God's
image and likeness, just like you.

— How do you feel or think you would feel
if you looked at inappropriate pictures or
participated in inappropriate activities?
How does looking at them
dehumanize/objectify them?

* Discuss chastity further. When dating make
good choices- always have an adult around, pray
for your relationship, and don't use harmful
substances.

* What vocation do you think that God may be
calling you t0? How can your choices today and
in the next few years affect that vocation?




Ac’ruvn'ry Heart Project
Encourage the students to think of at least 3 things that they love about

themselves and three talents they possess.
« Let them know that these traits and talents were given to them by God to

serve him.
* Create a heart with these things displayed inside in some way and decorate

Discussion:
Have the students share their gifts with the class. Ask the students what they
think God's purpose for their life may be using their gifts and how important

these gifts are to their purpose.

Suggestion: Give the hearts to their parents to thank them for the gift of life and their special
gifts given to them by God.

Have the students fill our their cards and encourage them to share with their
parents.

Discussion:
Discuss the meaning of the card with the students. Help them realize that

this is an important commitment. This is not something that is to be taken
lightly. This is a commitment that they are making tfo God and themselves.

Have the students bring in wedding
dresses.

These can be donated to organizations
that use the wedding dresses to make
burial gowns for precious babies that
were stillborn, miscarried, or in some
cases, aborted.
