Unborn Baby
■ Have the students or a student look up the definition of “fetus” and share it with the 

class and discuss. 
■ Stages of Fetal Development (Fetal Development).

Creation – ALL inherited traits are determined –
eye color, hair color, dimples, height, gifts, talents and so much more! 
With ultrasounds and research, science is proving that life begins at conception/creation.

– Day 22 – The baby’s heart begins to beat with the baby’s own blood.
– 6 weeks – The baby’s brain waves can be detected.
– 7 Weeks – The baby is kicking and swimming.
– 8 Weeks – All of the baby’s organs are in place and the baby can begin to hear.
– 9 Weeks – The baby has permanent, individual fingerprints. 
– 10 Weeks – The baby can “breathe” amniotic fluid and can hiccup. 
– 11 Weeks – All of the baby’s organs are functioning 
– 12 Weeks – The baby can suck his/her thumb and smile.

– The baby can feel pain.

■ The Roe v. Wade decision was made on January 22, 1973. This decision made 
abortion legal. The Catholic bishops of the United States have designated January 
22 as a special day of prayer and penance in reparation for the abortions that have 
resulted from the Roe v. Wade Supreme Court Decision. 

■ On June 24, 2022, thanks to the prayers and works of many people, Roe v. Wade 
was Overturned! This day has been long-awaited for almost 50 years! This decision 
returned the legal decision of abortion to the people and their state legislators. 
Abortion is still legal in many places.  It is important that we continue to pray for 
protection of unborn children and their parents.

Additional Discussion
Discuss euthanasia and physician-assisted suicide and why these are not 

part of God’s plan. Euthanasia is a method of killing someone without their 
consent and is a passive act.  Physician-assisted suicide technically includes 

the consent of the one who will be put to death.  Many people who are in 
favor of euthanasia or physician-assisted suicide use deceptive vocabulary. 

They may call it “assisted killing” or ”dying with dignity.”
